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Success Formula BMW.

BMW’s commitment to the nurture of young motor racing talent goes a long way back, but it was in 2002 that the first Formula BMW Championship hit the race tracks of Germany, and since then this simple concept, to provide the world’s leading entry-level class in Formula racing, has grown from strength to strength.

The Formula BMW ADAC Championship followed on from a relationship between BMW and the ADAC in Germany that marked its 15th anniversary this year. Ralf Schumacher was a famous product of this and Nico Rosberg, the first champion of the new series in 2002, has already begun on the road to motor racing fame. Nico, who is a World Final Ambassador, has spent 
this year as an official test driver for the BMW WilliamsF1 Team, clinched the 2005 GP2 Title at the Bahrain International Circuit and was contracted by WilliamsF1 in November for a 2006 seat in Formula One.

The successful German series was followed in 2003 by Formula BMW Asia and then in 2004 the Formula BMW UK Championship and the Formula BMW USA Championship were launched. This has given drivers as young as 
15-years-old the chance to enter single seater motor racing in a car built to the highest possible technical and safety standards.

BMW also believes that talent alone is not enough – it needs to be properly developed. BMW Motorsport Director Mario Theissen says: “Formula BMW offers the ideal schooling for a racing career. Whether it’s a matter of race strategy, chassis set-up, fitness or media training – the BMW Education and Coaching Programme teaches our young drivers everything they need to know to get by in the big wide world of motor racing.” 

The BMW scholarship programme for each series gives young hopefuls not only extra money to pay for their racing season, but also access to the unique BMW Education and Coaching programme. The drivers taking part receive coaching on their individual driving styles from professional racing drivers as well as attending seminars on fitness and nutrition, vehicle dynamics and chassis set-up, media training and public relations and sponsorship and sports management. They are also given a privileged view of what it is like to 
reach the top of their sport and become Formula One drivers by visiting the BMW Sauber F1 Team factory and tests.

The Formula BMW World Final.

The 2005 motor sport year ends much later than usual. From 13th to 16 th December, when the winter break has long silenced the race tracks across Europe, Bahrain will host the crowning conclusion to the Formula BMW season – the first ever Formula BMW World Final. In Bahrain, 36 drivers will be fighting for the title of “World’s Best Formula BMW Driver of the Year” and 
a total purse of 60,000 dollars. But that’s not all: the winner of the World Final will be granted a unique opportunity to take a Formula One test drive.

As BMW Motorsport Director Mario Theissen explains: “The top drivers from the four Formula BMW series will contest the BMW World Final. This promises some fascinating motor sport with thrilling battles on the circuit. In order to win you have to prevail over drivers from four continents. It will 
be far from simple to earn that test drive in a BMW Sauber F1 Team car.”

Participants from the Formula BMW championships in Germany, Great Britain, the USA and Asia will make the journey to the Bahrain International Circuit. 
It will be an impressive grid line-up including the winner of this year’s Formula BMW ADAC Championship, Nicolas Hülkenberg (GER), alongside his keenest rival Sébastien Buemi (SUI). 

Dean Smith (GBR), winner of the Formula BMW UK Championship, and British Rookie champ Euan Hankey (GBR) are the best-known representatives of the British Isles. For the fans at the circuit, the spotlight will undeniably 
be on local hero Salman Al Khalifa (BHN) after his Formula BMW Asia title win. Formula BMW USA will be represented by, among others, Robert Wickens (CAN), Reed Stevens (USA) and Edoardo Piscopo (ITA).

The 36 participants in the Formula BMW World Final will have plenty 
of time to familiarise themselves with the challenging track. The event format will ensure that fans see plenty of qualifying heats before the grand final takes place on Friday, 16th December. Three free practice sessions, a 30-minute qualifying session, a super pole competition and a pre-final are planned.

Well-known racing drivers appear as official ambassadors for the Formula BMW World Final. Apart from Khalifa, who will be gunning for the title on his home circuit, both Formula One driver Nico Rosberg (GER) and Alessandro Zanardi (ITA) will also be involved in this unique event. “The first Formula One test was a very special moment in my life,” Rosberg recalls. 


“It was a launch pad for my career.” Since winning the 2002 Formula BMW ADAC Championship, the son of ex-Formula One World Champion 
Keke Rosberg is experiencing a meteoric rise. In 2005 he won the GP2 Series and has worked as a test driver for the BMW WilliamsF1 Team. Rosberg 
is just one of a number of one-time Formula BMW drivers who have gone on from winning a national championship to make it into the higher racing categories. 
In September 2005, Sebastian Vettel, winner of the 2004 Formula BMW ADAC Championship, had his first outing in a Formula One car. 
Ho-Pin Tung, winner of the 2003 Formula BMW Asia series, has also been granted a Formula One taster. He was the first Chinese ever to drive a Formula One car.
Zanardi, who is racing for BMW Team Italy-Spain in the FIA WTCC, is thrilled with the concept of the World Final: “It’s a great opportunity for young drivers to pit their skills against competitors from all over the world,” says the 
39-year-old pro. “I would have been glad of such an opportunity when I started out in motor racing. The Formula One test for the winner is of course the icing on the cake.”

The arena for the Formula BMW World Final is the Bahrain International Circuit. Designed by German architect Hermann Tilke, it is one of the most state-of-the-art motor sport arenas in the world. The World Final will 
be held on the 3.596-kilometre Paddock Circuit, which omits the northwest section of the Grand Prix course. This circuit variant is the perfect stage for spectacular passing manoeuvres and riveting battles for position. In the middle of the European winter the circuit offers the teams optimal working conditions in the pursuit of victory. In the last two years, the Formula One caravan has also stopped off at the desert venue.

The BIC is also home to the new BMW Performance Center where, 
among other things, the licence and scholarship qualifying courses of 
Formula BMW Asia are held. Then in spring of 2005, BMW Driver Training opened its doors here. A variety of training courses are offered for 
all-comers, with the range of models stretching from the BMW 1 Series 
to the BMW M3. 

Regulations. 

The regulations for the Formula BMW World Final will basically remain as they are executed in the current Formula BMW Series. 

Eligibility Criteria.

Each driver must be in possession of a valid Competition Racing Licence of minimum grade “International C”, with ASN authorisation, and a Medical. 
In addition, in order to be eligible to participate at the World Final, each driver must have actively participated in at least three Formula BMW events in one 
of the four series in 2005.

Event Competition Modus.

All registered drivers will be divided into two groups. Each group will have three practice sessions, each of 60 minutes duration. The same groups will have one qualifying session each. One session lasts for 30 minutes. 
The winner of each qualifying group will participate in the Super Pole. 
The times set by the group leaders in the Super Pole competition will determine the grid positions for each group in the Qualifying Heats. 

The group leader with the fastest time in the Super Pole will be the Pole Sitter in Qualifying Group A, with the drivers who qualified in positions 3, 5, 7, 9, 11, 13, 15 and 17 in his entry group lining up behind them according to the times set in their qualifying session. 

The group leader with the second fastest time in Super Pole will be allocated Pole Position in Qualifying Group B, with the drivers who qualified in 
positions 3, 5, 7, 9, 11, 13, 15 and 17 in his entry group lining up behind them according to the times set in their qualifying session.

Pole Position in Qualifying Group C will be allocated to the driver who set the second fastest qualifying time in the Super Pole Winner’s group, with the drivers who qualified in positions 4, 6, 8, 10, 12, 14, 16 and 18 in his entry group lining up behind them according to the times set in their qualifying session. 

Pole Position in Qualifying Group D will be allocated to the driver who set the second fastest qualifying time in the Super Pole Losers Group, with the drivers who qualified in positions 4, 6, 8, 10, 12, 14, 16 and 18 in his entry group lining up behind them according to the times set in their qualifying session.  

There will be six Heats, with every group racing each of the other groups. 
The winner of the Heats gets 0 points, the others being awarded their finishing position as points. In the starting grid of the Heats, all cars of Group A 
will always start from the better side of the track. The cars of Group B will be allocated on the better side of the track when Group B races against Group C or D. The cars of Group C will start from the better side when they race 
against Group D. The points classifications of the Heats define the grid for the Pre-Final race. The result of the Pre-Final will determine the grid positions for the Final.

Prize Money and Special Awards.

There will be an overall Formula BMW prize fund of 60,000 US-Dollars for 
the drivers to race for. On top of the prize fund, the overall winner of the World Final will get the reward to test once for the BMW Sauber F1 Team.

Bahrain and the 
Bahrain International Circuit.

The Kingdom of Bahrain made motor sport history on the 4th April 2004 when it became the first Middle East country to host a round of the FIA Formula 1 World Championship at the brand new Bahrain International Circuit. 

This state of the art facility had grown from a piece of desert to one of the 
most impressive race tracks in the world in just 16 months, with the first work starting on the 7th November 2002 and the completion of this on the 
4th March 2004. As a curtain raiser for this ground breaking Formula 1 event, the inaugural race in the 2004 Formula BMW Asia Championship was held 
on the 3rd April. 

The circuit is based about 30 kilometres south of the capital Manama on 
the site of a former camel farm and oasis at Sakhir. It was designed by the most famous of all circuit designers, Germany’s Hermann Tilke, who was also responsible for Malaysia’s Sepang International Circuit and China’s Shanghai International Circuit. There were some unique challenges for the team 
building it, with over 60,000 tonnes of Welsh granite being imported to build the circuit and several thousand palm trees being planted in the confines 
of the track. At peak times there was a workforce of 3,000 on site and it took 
a total of 8,265,000 man hours to complete the work. 

There are a total of six separate track layouts in the motor racing complex with  the clockwise 3.7 km (2.29 mile) long Paddock circuit, which the Formula BMW World Final will be held on, having 9 turns and a 1,090 metre start/finish straight. The investment made by the Bahrain Government was 
150 million US-Dollars and for this they have a facility with a capacity for 60,000 spectators that is multi-faceted and can be used by all members 
of the Bahrain community. 

The circuit’s General Manager is Martin Whitaker, who has been involved in motor sport at all levels for over 20 years. Martin was instrumental in doing the deal with BMW for this event and stressed the importance of the deal to Bahrain: “The Formula BMW World Final is an important event for us. We are delighted to be the major partner for the inaugural event. It will strengthen 
our position as one of the future leading motor sport venues in the world and the home of motor sport in the Middle East.”

Bahrain is an island, but it is linked to Saudi Arabia by the 25-kilometre King Fahad Causeway that was built in 1986. Cars are very important to the island that has a population of just under 700,000 and covers 706 square kilometres, as it has no railways and so transport is only by the road system that is 
3,164 kilometres long. While Arabic is the official language, English is widely spoken, and it is easily accessible from Europe as the flying time from 
London is 9 hours and Munich 8 hours and its time zone is just three hours ahead of GMT.  

Bahrain has a colourful history that stretches back to around 6000 BC when it was still attached to the Arabian Peninsula before it started to drift away. 
It had several different names and the earliest reference to it was in the fourth millennium BC when it was known as Dilmun. Over the centuries it became important for pearling and fishing and then by 600 BC it was part of the Babylonian empire. The Greeks called it Tyos and started to settle there but in 323 BC it gained its independence. It first became known as Bahrain in the Islamic era, but this was for the whole region from the Iraqi city of Basr in the north to Oman in the south. The Portuguese took it over in the early 1600s and then it changed hands several times from then until the current rulers, the Al Khalifa family, took over in 1783.

The Middle East is well known for its oil but it was in Bahrain that commercial quantities were first discovered in June 1932. It was a protectorate 
of Great Britain until 1971 and then this was replaced by the declaration of independence. It gained total independence under the rule of the late 
Shaikh Isa bin Salman Al Khalifa, who died in 1999, and it was his son His Majesty Shaikh Hamad bin Isa Al Khalifa who then ascended to the throne 
and is still the Head of State.

Formula BMW FB02: 
The car.

Same cars – same chances.

A level playing field is the leading concept behind Formula BMW. That is why all the series feature the same standard car – the FB02. Complete, identical cars – including alloy rims, tyres and data logging systems – can be purchased from the factory at a BMW Motorsport subsidised price of 64,844 euros 
(incl. VAT). In this form, the FB02 is practically race-ready.

The heart of the FB02: the BMW engine. 

The 455-kilogram FB02 is driven by a 140 bhp four-stroke inline four-cylinder unit also used on the K 1200 RS BMW production motorcycle. This high-revving 1.2-litre engine has proved to be a reliable power source offering good value for money. Its compact design, with flat cylinders, contribute to the 
low centre of gravity on the FB02. A favourable torque curve gives 128 Nm at 6,750 rpm.

For use on the race track, the engine has been given a special airbox, a modified exhaust manifold and commensurate electronic engine mapping. Valve-controlled oil siphoning ensures reliable oil supply even during 
extreme lateral forces. Thus equipped, the FB02 does the 0 to 100 km/h 
sprint in under four seconds.

Sequential six-speed transmission.

The Hewland transmission used in Formula BMW is the same as that used in Formula 3. There are three reasons for this: firstly, Formula BMW drivers 
can familiarise themselves with this gearbox early on in their careers. Secondly, 
the transmission is able to sustain extreme loads. And thirdly, it is not expensive since it is manufactured in large quantities.

As in Formula One, the six gears plus reverse are sequential. BMW offers only a limited number of different gear ratios to ensure teams and drivers are not overtaxed in the light of restricted test opportunities, and to keep costs down. 

Suspension and aerodynamics. 

When it came to the set-up options for the chassis and aerodynamics, 
the developers of the FB02 strove to find just the right balance. On the one hand, the aim was for the young drivers to become familiar with the set-up 
of Formula cars at an early stage. On the other hand, set-up options were to be limited so that the young drivers didn’t have too much to cope with as 
they took their first steps in the world of motor racing. The time allotted for testing and practice is also limited. 

The suspension system of the Formula BMW features front and rear dampers that are adjustable for bump and rebound. The camber is adjusted by shims, while the pivot points of the wishbones are defined for one position. The pivot points are suspended inside the monocoque and the wishbones are designed also for aerodynamic advantage. The wheel carriers are made of lightweight magnesium and the centre locking rims are of aluminium diecast.

The adjustable profiles of the front and rear wings hail from Formula 3, 
though overall the car generates less downforce than a Formula 3 vehicle. 
Like its bigger brothers, the FB02 also has a stepped underbody and no 
diffuser. These measures are intended to reduce cornering speeds for safety, allow overtaking and increase demands on vehicle control.

Cockpit displays and data acquisition.

In the FB02, the young drivers quickly learn to use the steering wheel as a source of information as well. A bar of LED lamps indicates the optimum shift point, while an LCD display gives information on such things as water temperature, oil pressure, engine speed, selected gear and the last or best lap time. Standard equipment also includes a data recording device that allows 
the driver and the engineer to achieve the optimal set-up and further improve his driving style.

A BMW from kidney grille to tailpipe. 

In the design of the car’s nose cone, aesthetics and aerodynamics forged 
a special relationship. In collaboration with BMW’s California subsidiary DesignworksUSA, the hallmark styling cue of the BMW “kidney grille” 
was integrated into the design of the FB02.

Maximum safety thanks to Formula One know-how. 

“Our primary objective in developing the FB02 was to build the safest vehicle in the small Formula car segment,” says BMW Motorsport Director Mario Theissen. “Firstly, we took as our benchmark the considerably more stringent requirements of Formula 3 cars, and secondly we allowed expertise from our Formula One involvement to filter through.”

What has emerged is a car that sets standards for safety technology: 
the FB02 exceeds by far the safety stipulations for its class. The chassis, made by Mygale in Magny-Cours (France), features a state-of-the-art monocoque made of carbon fibre and Kevlar which had to pass rigorous safety tests.

In the static load test, for example, the roll hoop above the back of the driver’s head has to withstand loads of 12 kN laterally, 45 kN longitudinally and 
60 kN from above. (10 kilonewtons are equivalent to approximately one tonne.)  The nose cone is crashed head-on at 36 km/h, whereby the average impact on the monocoque may not exceed 25 g. The nose cone is exposed to 30 kN laterally for the duration of 30 seconds.  

Beyond that, the FB02 offers numerous other safety features. For example, crash elements made of a carbon-fibre composite with an aluminium honeycomb insert have been fitted into the nose cone and at the rear behind the transmission. 

The interior dimensions of the driver’s cell in part exceed the requirements of Formula 3. The cockpit aperture in particular is of a generous size, making 
it not only comfortable but also easier to get out of the car after an accident. 

The energy-absorbing foam in the head restraint complies with Formula One standards. Also copied from Formula One are the wheel retention tethers, which are designed to prevent the wheels from breaking loose from the car in an accident.

FORS and HANS.

BMW Motorsport developed the innovative Formula Rescue Seat (FORS) especially for the FB02. In the case of an accident this aramid-fibre seat with  its separate harness system, allows a driver to be rapidly rescued while still in the seat, without causing any strain to the spine. X-ray images and CT scans can be taken through the seat without the driver having to be extracted from it.

Formula BMW was the first junior Formula race series worldwide to make 
the HANS safety system compulsory. This Head And Neck Support System prevents excessive whiplash to the head in the event of a crash and is 
an excellent complement to the FORS seat. Higher race categories, such as Formula One, have recognised the benefit of HANS and have made its use mandatory.
