BMW Motorrad BoxerCup 2004: 
Continuing more than 80 Years of Racing Tradition with the Sports Boxer.

The world of racing and outstanding achievements in the sport is insepar​ably linked to the world of BMW motorcycles. Racing has been part of the 
marque from the very beginning, making BMW world famous and contrib​uting significantly to the well-known superiority and reliability of BMW pro​duction motorcycles. 

Now, in 2004, the BMW Motorrad BoxerCup is bringing back even more 
ex​citement to the world of motorcycle racing! 

Promotion of young talented riders: the new “YoungStar” category to be introduced on the occasion of the Daytona opening race. 

Ever since this racing series was established five years ago – 
initially as a national event in Belgium and France in 1999 and 2000 – 
BMW Motorrad BoxerCup races with large-volume production-based 
BMW Boxers derived from the R 1100 S have thrilled aficionados 
of the brand everywhere. Going international in 2001, these races then received increas​ing popularity in the course of time. 

A new category will be introduced when the Cup’s inaugural race takes 
place on 6 March 2004 in Daytona: The so-called “YoungStar” category gives riders under the age of 21 the opportunity of clinching an extra prize. 
The winner in this category will receive a MINI Cooper at the end of the season.

The sound of the Boxer and thrilling struggles for the lead by top interna​tion​al riders will leave spectators spellbound once again in 2004. This year too, the first race of this brand trophy will be held in Daytona/Florida during the famous Bike​week preceding the even more famous 200 Miles of Daytona on the im​press​ive concrete oval of Daytona Beach and naturally drawing a huge crowd.  

International line-up of riders – attractive prizes.

The next seven races will be in Europe, taking place on the occasion of various MotoGP, British Superbike and Endurance events. With up to 36 places on 
the grid, the 18 teams will be coming from 10 different countries, renowned 
riders battling it out for really attractive prizes. Apart from a total of more than 90,000 € in prize money, the first three riders in the overall rating will be 
winning cars and motorcycles at the end of the season worth approxi​mately 


122,000 €. The 2004 BoxerCup will see the introduction of the “YoungStar” category for young riders under the age of 21. The winner of this category 
will also receive a vehicle, making the BMW Motorrad BoxerCup the most re​warding motorcycle brand trophy in the world. 

Also this year, BMW Motorrad BoxerCup aficionados will have the opportunity of watching top-class riders most of whom already jockeyed for top 
position last year. Stéphane Mertens, who won the BoxerCup twice and did not compete in 2003, will surely provide some thrilling moments.

More than forty riders, 27 of whom have participated several times, will be on the starting grid of the inaugural race held in Daytona. One of them is 
Katja Poensgen from Germany, but there will also be numerous single-race riders from the US participating. During the entire race series the US will 
be represented by the San José BMW team with top rider Brian Parriot in the saddle, who showcased some spectacular riding already last year.

Road races with BMW motorcycles for more than 80 years.

Boxer motorcycles proudly bearing the white-and-blue logo have been writing racing history for no less than 80 years. Even the very first BMW motorcycle, the R 32, entered the “Ride through the Mountains of Bavaria” in 1923, its very first year in the market, thus participating in a reliability trial on public roads quite common at the time, without receiving any pen​alty points and without encountering the slightest problem. With devel​op​ment engineer Max Friz in the saddle, this outstanding machine thus proved the superior reliability of 
its concept and design from the very beginning.

This was followed by countless further achievements to this very day. 
Every​body still remembers the races with Georg (“Schorsch”) Meier, who in 1938 beat the previously dominating Nortons on the Isle of Man with his 
com​pressor BMW. And nobody has forgotten the world speed records set up by Ernst Henne in 1929 (216.75 km/h or 134.39 mph) and 1937 (279.5 km/h or 173.29 mph), the latter of which remained unbeaten for almost 14 years. This was followed by countless national and international wins scored by solo racing machines and sidecar motorcycles with RS power units – flat-twin engines in racing trim, with overhead camshafts driven by a side shaft. BMW was indeed acknowledged as unbeatable in the World Sidecar Cham​pionship, winning this title no less than 19 times with an RS power unit up to 1974. 

Participating in the toughest off-road races in the world since 1926.

Since 1926 BMW has scored equally outstanding success in off-road racing, with hardly the smallest gap between the various victories: Whilst the Six-Day Race, in which BMW brought home a number of wins, used to be the toughest test for man and machine, desert rallies were the great​est challenge ever 
since the late ’70s. And with BMW motorcycles taking part in these gruelling races for more than 20 years, two-cylinder Boxers proudly bearing the 
white-and-blue logo scored outstanding victories in the Paris–Dakar Rally in 1981, 1983, 1984, and 1985, linking the name BMW insepa​rably to this legendary event. After winning the Rally once again in 1999, BMW motorcycles finished first, second, third and fourth in the year 2000, again proving their superior performance in a most impressive manner. 

The new challenge scheduled to come next was simply obvious: 
the BMW Motorrad BoxerCup. 

Now dating back five years: the BMW Motorrad BoxerCup. 

Launched in 1999, the BoxerCup was originally created by the BMW Sales Network in Belgium and France where these races took place as purely 
na​tional events for the first two years. In the light of the great enthusiasm and the big crowds drawn by the races, the series was then developed into a 
brand trophy with an international status and broad-scale involvement by other European countries. With the support of the BMW Group, BMW Mo​torrad subsequently took over the management and organisation of all races in 2001 and gave the series its official name: BMW Motorrad BoxerCup. 

Ever since there has been a wide range of very different riders, many of 
them great names in the racing world, with internationally renowned racers as 
well as an increasing number of young talents joining in the events. Stars in the racing scene such as Luca Cadalora, Kevin Schwantz and Jorge Mar​tinez have already participated as guest riders, and Jürgen Fuchs, the for​mer German Grand Prix rider, has been entering BMW Motorrad BoxerCup races several times. Stéphane Mertens, the World Endur​ance Champion, brought home overall victory in the event in 2001 and 2002. Randy Mamola, four-times runner-up in the World Grand Prix Championship and drifting artiste, acts as the Cup’s ambassador. 

Forming part of the programme in the World MotoGP Championship races as well as international Endurance and Superbike Championships, 
the Boxer​Cup races have become genuine eye-catchers throughout Europe. 
Partic​ular​ly in the classic Grand Prix events such as the legendary Dutch TT 
in Assen/Netherlands the races take place in front of huge crowds of up to 


100,000 spectators. And the German Grand Prix at Sachsenring, in a region where people have always been thrilled by motorcycles, draws a very large number of spectators. After all, this is the first time in decades that people are able to admire BMW racing machines in road racing events. 

Television broadcasts especially by Eurosport as well as other national and international TV stations will reach interested people throughout Europe. Since 2002 the racing series has held the official status of the European UEM 
(Union Européenne de Motocyclisme) Motorsport Federation, and in 2003 the 
BMW Motorrrad BoxerCup moved “to the other side of the ocean”, taking place in America for the first time. The opening race for the new season was held in Daytona Beach/Florida in March as part of the Bike​week. 
This makes the BMW Motorrad BoxerCup the first brand trophy to be held on two continents. And being broadcast in the USA on the very pop​ular TV Speed Channel, the event will certainly be watched by millions of en​​thu​siasts throughout the country.

The particular appeal of the BoxerCup races is that all riders use identical machines, the rules and regulations not allowing any technical modification of the street-legal BMW R 1100 S which might boost engine output and 
per​formance on the road. So the only factor that counts is the rider’s skill, his courage and his tactical ability in struggling for leadership in the race. 
This guarantees thrilling races, exciting manoeuvres on the track and tough fights for the best position up to the very last second. 

In the 2003 season alone there were 6 winners from 5 different countries 
in 9 races and the overall winner was only determined after the last, extremely exciting event. 

Identifying with the motorcycles is of particular interest to both the spec​ta​tors as such and the real motorcycle aficionados. After all, they will be watch​​ing 
the BMW R 1100 S in action on the race track, with machines ba​sic​ally identical to their production counterparts but with professional riders in the saddle developing a standard of performance and racing skill most im​pressive to the “normal” motorcyclist. 

2.
Opening Race in the USA – 
Daytona Beach on 6 March.

The first race in the fourth international year of the BMW Motorrad BoxerCup 
is taking place for the second time in the USA – in Daytona Beach, 
Florida. The BMW Motorrad BoxerCup is the first brand trophy event to be held outside of Eu​rope, thus being truly intercontinental: On the occasion 
of the Day​tona International Speedway Race during the Daytona Bikeweek, the BMW Motor​rad BoxerCup race will be taking place on 6 March 
right before the famous 200 Miles of Daytona, an endurance race within the American Su​per​bike Championship. 

The race track in Daytona.

The Daytona race track was built in the late ’50s as a trioval measuring 
ap​proximately 4 kilometres or 2.5 miles in length and with embanked bends. The entire stadium-like complex accommodates more than 160,000 spec​tators, giving races held here a very special backdrop and a truly unique 
am​bience. Being a high-speed track, Daytona naturally demands the utmost 
of both man and machine in terms of their skills and mechanical qualities.   

The history of motorcycle races in Daytona.

Motorcycle enthusiasts have been coming to Daytona ever since 1904. 
But the venue only gained real fame as of 1937 with the 200-Mile Race and the first Bikeweek. Initially, the race took place on the beach and on a public road, the 4.1-mile track remaining completely free of any fences separating the track itself and the crowd and therefore requiring the riders in some cases to literally ride around the spectators. The races themselves were so spectacular that Daytona Beach increasingly became the Mecca of American bikers.

With urban development and the sprawling city making it increasingly diffi​cult to hold races on the beach, the events were ultimately moved from their 
old venue to the new Daytona International Speedway in 1961. And they have remained at the Speedway ever since. 

Huge crowds of motorcycle riders and aspiring enthusiasts have been flock​ing to Daytona during the Bikeweek ever since the ’80s. Indeed, up to 
500,000 visitors from virtually all countries the world over have already been here, turning the whole city turning into one huge party and giving the Bikeweek and the race itself the status of a big national festival. 

BMW motorcycle racing history – 
Scoring a one-two victory in Daytona in 1976 with the BMW R 90 S.

In 1976, the then importer of BMW motorcycles in the USA, Butler & Smith, caused a real sensation in Daytona: Dr Peter Adams, the Vice-President 
of the company, had prepared motorcycles for the production machine races held by AMA (the American Motorcycle Association) and entered three 
of these racing machines based on the BMW R 90S in Daytona. The riders 
hired by Butler & Smith for the event were US top guns Steve McLaughlin, 
Reg Pridmore and Gary Fisher.

Cleverly interpreting the racing rules and regulations (the frame and swing​ing arm had to remain in standard trim, the arrangement of the spring struts 
was open for modification), Competition Manager Udo Geibel had converted the BMWs entered in the event to cantilever suspension. To im​prove roadholding to an even higher standard, the entire engine was moved 40 mm or 1.57´´ to the front and trimmed by 28 mm/1.10´´ at each side by modifying the position of the piston pin mounts and using shorter con​nection rods. Careful tuning of the intake and outlet ports gave the en​gine of the 
R 90S increased in size to 1,000 cc a maximum output of approxi​mately 
98 bhp (SAE) at 8,500 rpm.

The winner of the race on 5 March was Steve McLaughlin in a breathtaking photo-finish just ahead of his team-mate Reg Pridmore who, victory in sight, had to give in to Steve on the last few metres – a one-two victory for BMW. 
And it was only transmission damage on Gary Fisher’s machine, who had been in the lead for several laps, that prevented BMW from clinching the first three places all in one go. 

3.
Seven Races in Europe – 
Dates and Race Tracks. 

After Daytona, the next 7 races within the 8-race season will be taking place 
in Europe. To be precise, the sequence will be Great Britain, France, Italy, Spain, the Netherlands, Belgium, Germany, England, the Czech Republic and Spain. All seven BoxerCup races will be held on the occasion of MotoGP racing events at a really attractive point in time, generally on the Saturday following the last qualifying session for the World Championship heats.

European race dates on Championship weekends. 

15 May 2004, Le Mans, F, French MotoGP,

05 June 2004, Mugello, I, Italian MotoGP,

26 June 2004, Assen, NL, Dutch TT, Dutch MotoGP,

17 July 2004 Sachsenring, D, German MotoGP,

25 July 2004, Donington Park, GB, British MotoGP,

21 August 2004, Brünn, CZ, Czech MotoGP,

30 October 2004, Valencia, E, Spanish MotoGP. 

European race tracks 2004.

Le Mans-Bugatti, France.

The legendary 24-Hour race held here since 1978 makes Le Mans one of 
the most famous race tracks in the world, especially through its unique 
atmos​phere. The 4.3-km-long Bugatti Race Track is built around the start straight and all 100,000 spectators have a perfect view of the race.

Autodromo del Mugello, Italy.

Mugello is half an hour on the autostrada north of Florence, right in the 
middle of Tuscany. Built in 1974, the circuit modernised in the late ’80s thrives 
on its dynamic mix of fast and slow bends, long straights and hilly sections. The rising hills around the track give spectators a good overview of the race and all events.

Assen, Netherlands. 

The race track in the Dutch town of Assen, 160 kilometres or 100 miles 
north-east of Amsterdam, is the home in particular of the Dutch TT held here since 1925. Races for the World Motorcycle Championship have also 
taken place here since 1949, the circuit being converted to its current length of six kilometres in 1984. With a total of 16 bends, Assen offers grandstands for up to 150,000 spectators.
Sachsenring, Germany. 

The Saxon city of Chemnitz and the surrounding area have a long tradition 
in motorsport going back all the way to the ’20s: The Sachsenring was built in 1996 near Hohenstein-Ernsttahl, the home of Ralf Waldmann. Measuring almost 3.5 kilometres in length, Sachsenring, with its harmonious bends and well-developed infrastructure, is one of the most modern race tracks in 
Eu​rope.

Donington Park, Great Britain.

Donington Park is situated 120 kilometres north of London. The four-kilometre motorcycle circuit was built in 1931 and is one of the world’s oldest race tracks. Most stretches can be done at high speeds but the Melbourne hairpin, which was added in1985, demands the utmost from the motorcycles’ 
brakes and the transmission. Spectators enjoy an excellent view of the entire race track.
Brno, Czech Republic.

In terms of its tradition, Brno is one of the most important circuits in Eu​rope. The current race track was built in 1987, challenging bends and long straights within very good view in both the start and finish area ensuring utmost excitement in the events. Brno and the local race track are 110 kilometres north-east of Vienna.

Valencia, Spain. 

The Circuit de la Comunitat Valencia Ricardo Tormo was inaugurated no 
earlier than 1999 and is one of Europe’s most modern race tracks. It is named after one of the most prominent persons of Spanish motorcycle racing and is situated 20 kilometres northwest of Valencia. The view of the race track is perfect from the grandstands. On the nearly 900-metre long straight of this multi-facetted circuit speeds of up to 300 km/h can be reached.

4.
Riders and Teams.

Riders from no less than 10 nations are entering the BMW Motorrad Boxer​Cup in 2004, making the Cup an even more international event than the MotoGP with only 8 nations participating. As a rule, there are up to 36 places on the grid in each race, 27 of which are allocated to regular teams and 
riders (and it is these teams that race for overall victory). The remaining places on the grid are allocated by BMW to various guest riders who do not qualify 
in the race results.

Apart from old hands such as Roberto Panichi or Sé​bastien Legrelle already well known from former years, more and more new​comers and young, talented riders are now discovering the BoxerCup. 

Last year Peter Öttl and the just 16-year old Barry Burrell from England entered the race and finished right away in 12th and 11th position respectively. 19-year old Richard Cooper once again gave hard times to the old hands 
and scored victory in Oulton. 21-year old Guillaume Dietrich from Belgium excelled through his consistent performance. All these riders will enter the 2004 BoxerCup except for Peter Öttl. Stéphane Mertens, who won the 
BMW Motorrad BoxerCup in 2001 and 2002 and did not compete in 2003, is determined to stage a comeback. He will enter the 2004 BoxerCup for the Team Bikeworld Nürburgring Klipfel Racing. 18-year old Franz Aschenbrenner, aspirant to the “YoungStar” category, will compete for the Karl Maier Racing Team.

5.
BMW R 1100 S Racing Machine
and Technical Regulations.

Only BMW R 1100 S motorcycles are allowed in the races. The machines may be prepared for racing according to strict rules and regulations, without any individual freedom. The main modifications relevant to motorsport re​quired on the production machines are as follows:

–
Removal of all glass, headlights, mirrors, the horn and side-stand, 
as well as the passenger footrests.

–
Important screw fittings must be reinforced with wire.

–
Use of the sports package available as an option for the production model
 
or alternatively the racing suspension featured by the Replika 2004 
 
offering enhanced freedom when taking curves.

–
Installation of the Racing Kit supplied by BMW Motorrad.

The Racing Kit is made up of the following items:
–
An engine spoiler

–
A set of direction indicator covers

–
Front fairing

–
A special racing exhaust system

–
Exhaust pipe protection

–
A set of carbon/kevlar protection units for the 
cylinder head covers.

Races are to be conducted only on racing tyres supplied by Metzeler 
in various versions (slicks, soft slicks, intermediate and rain tyres).

Otherwise, all motorcycles raced must comply with the regular specifi​ca​tions, only original parts being used in all cases. All relevant dimensions must 
be within the usual production tolerances. Modifications serving to increase engine output are not allowed. This means that all riders have the same motorcycle in terms of engine power, performance and torque as well as suspension and running gear. In addition, the racing machines entered 
are very closely related to their production counterparts and have the same specifications in many significant respects.

6.
Scoring and Prize Money.

There are two qualification runs (30 minutes each) and one race (over a distance of approximately 70 km or 50 miles) per event. To qualify for the race, riders must complete the qualifying session no more than 15 per cent slower than the fastest rider in qualifying. 

Points are awarded in each race according to the position of riders on the 
fin​ish line:

Only riders crossing the finish line at the latest five minutes after the winner 
will be included in the score. To qualify for points, riders must furthermore reach the finish line and complete at least 75 per cent of the distance covered by the winner.

The annual score is the sum total of all points won by the rider in the va​rious races. The rider with the highest number of points is the winner of the 
BMW Motorrad BoxerCup 2004. Should more than one rider have the same number of points, the number of better positions in the races determines 
the winner. 

Attractive prizes and prize money totalling 212,000 € are awarded both for the races and for overall victory. In each race there is a range of prize money amounting to approximately 9,750 € for the first 20 places (previously for the first 15 places), beginning with 1,250 € for the winner and 100 € for the 
rider finishing 20th. Outstanding cars and motorcycles from the BMW Group’s model range totalling 122,000 € in value go to the overall winner at the end 
of the season, the riders finishing second and third as well as the winner of the “YoungStar” category.

BMW R 1100 S BoxerCup Replika. 
Racing Machine in Road Trim.

Now aficionados of the BoxerCup are able to enjoy the feeling of the race 
track on the road, too, the BMW R 1100 S BoxerCup Replika in road trim de​rived straight from the racing machine offering an outstanding experience 
for the “regular” rider. This unique machine featuring a sports suspension for enhanced freedom when taking curves, an engine spoiler to improve streamlining, a cylinder head cover made of carbon-fibre-reinforced plastic (CFP) and a sporting final silencer clearly bears testimony to the racing 
model both in its looks and main internal features. The new paintwork of the BoxerCup racing machine in the colours Pacific Blue Metallic/Alpine White 
and Japanese Red and the original sponsor stick​ers on the engine spoiler add to the authenticity of the BMW R 1100 S BoxerCup Replika.

In all other respects, the Replika comes with the same technical features as the standard R 1100 S. The racing suspension, developed in the course of the 2003 BoxerCup, with longer spring struts al​lows the rider to lean over to 
an even greater angle in bends. The rear wheel runs on a 180/55 ZR 17 high-performance sports tyre.

Review and Highlights
of the 2003 Season.

BMW Motorrad BoxerCup in the anniversary year of 2003,
now also in the USA.


Nine races with six winners from five countries.

With a total of nine exciting races held on legendary race tracks in nine different countries, the 2003 racing season, which provided incredibly close finishes and suspense right up to the end, left fans watching the races 
both live and at home on television utterly spellbound. During the 2003 BMW Motorrad BoxerCup races 33 highly motivated regular riders and numerous guest riders battled it out for leading positions and decisions involving a mere hundredth of a second. 

The main prizes for the first three places are as follows: A BMW M3 Coupé for 
the overall winner, a MINI Cooper S for the runner-up and a BMW R 1150 RT for third place.

For Andy Hofmann from Switzerland winning just one race in Spa Francorchamps was enough to clinch overall victory. During the entire racing series, the 48-year-old management consultant was always up front with 
the leading pack and indeed deserved victory as the most consistent rider, but he did have only a very marginal lead over the professional rider Sébastien Legrelle from Belgium. The latter narrowly missed winning the cup by just seven points. It was even closer in the case of the third place taken by Roberto Panichi. Having won three heats and after falling off and suffering mechanical failure, he had gone through all the ups and downs of the BoxerCup and 
had provided spectacular racing entertainment right from the very beginning.

“Roxy” Rosana Scoleri from the Italian Dream Car Team, who went down in BMW Motorrad BoxerCup history as the first woman to take part in this motorcycle race, did not succeed in winning any cup points, but did, however, manage to win the hearts of all those attending the races.

Spectacular scenes right from the very start in Daytona. 

More than 200,000 enthusiastic spectators were present at the inaugural race of the 2003 BMW Motorrad BoxerCup, which was held in the accompaniment of the legendary 200 Miles of Daytona.

Thomas Hinterreiter from Austria and Brian Parriot from the USA both gave a demonstration of riding artistry when their BMW R 1100 S racing boxers 
came into contact at top speed. Spectators held their breath, but both “boxers” simply carried on. Initially the race was interrupted after Steven Casaer (Belgium) and Steve Atlas (USA) had both fallen off. Then the first restart in the history of the BoxerCup was held. Markus Barth from the BMW Group Niederlassungen Team took to the grid in pole position in this race comprising five laps. After a tremendously exciting last lap with the two best riders 
taking turns in leading three times, Roberto Panichi from the Dream Car Team clinched victory, beating the American Brian Parriot by an incredibly narrow margin of just 5 hundredths of a second.

From nought to maximum points – 
youngster Richard Cooper wins in Oulton Park.

When it started to rain at half-time, it was mainly those competitors who had chosen not to fit rain tyres who had problems on this extremely demanding race track. Even on dry tarmac Barth and Hinterreiter had already scraped each other and fallen well behind. 

19-year-old Richard Cooper from Great Britain coped well with the rain, 
this time putting on a brave performance. After already landing infield in the first bend of the Daytona race, having started from pole position, he rode 
a tactically brilliant race in Oulton Park. Thanks to a correct choice of tyres – he had expected it to rain – he was the superior winner. Panichi had struggled 
not only against his young rival but also with his choice of tyres. Cooper finished confidently with almost a two-second lead over the Daytona winner, again raising British hopes of BoxerCup success, particularly as BMW VIP 
rider David Jeffries, a further rider from Great Britain, had finished third. 

Masters of the wet race track –
youngsters to the fore in the rain race at Le Mans. 

Alessandro Tomassoni, an experienced rider from the Dream Car Team, brought home victory for Italy in the Le Mans rain race. He had made an excellent start on the demanding course from position thirteen and had battled for the lead during a race dominated by drop outs. Even the most experienced riders felt as if they were “riding on black ice”. Laurry Fremy and Thomas Hinterreiter literally slid out of the race prematurely. After falling off during the fourth lap, Roberto Panichi was at least able to make it to eleventh position 
and maintain his lead in the overall ratings. 

Youngsters from England provided an overwhelming performance: 
Matt Layt (25) was soon ahead of Fernando Cristóbal who then managed to take the lead after seven laps. The talented youngster Barry Burrell (16) led a group for several laps. As Richard Cooper (19), his team colleague and winner at Oulton Park, attempted to relieve him of his position, Legrelle took the opportunity, clinching fourth place behind Dirk Buylinckx and Andy Hofmann. 

A fight with no holds barred – Panichi wins the “Battle of Mugello”.

Tense atmosphere at Mugello: Threatening storm clouds were building up over the track, bringing doubt as to the choice of tyres. It did, however, remain dry, but a tough battle was staged on the interesting race track in Mugello: Thomas Hinterreiter rode the fastest lap of the race and was holding the lead, only to be forced to drop back after his left cylinder had scraped the ground too intensively. The race was dominated by breathtaking scenes which kept the spectators sitting on the edge of their seats. Panichi often found himself coming “into contact” with Hinterreiter and Hofmann. “The last lap was a little tough”, he later said, smiling all over his face. This was understandable, 
as Mugello was the Italian businessman’s second victory of the season 
against really tough competition. It was an amazingly close finish worthy of a 
BMW BoxerCup race: Within just one tenth of a second Panichi, 
Andy Hofmann, Sébastien Legrelle, Markus Barth and Thomas Hinterreiter all came whizzing across the finishing line. 

Thomas Hinterreiter braves the Spanish heat in Catalonia.

In Catalonia BMW Motorrad BoxerCup riders and tyres alike suffered under the heat of midsummer-like temperatures. Last year’s winner Thomas Hinterreiter managed to stay cool, winning the fourth heat with a clear lead of 3.5 seconds. Roberto Panichi, who, until then, had led the cup ratings, fell off during the eighth lap and was forced to concede his cup leadership to Andy Hofmann. Fernando Cristóbal also suffered a stroke of bad luck, having to drop out of the leading group after falling off during the sixth lap. Second place was clinched by the Belgian Sébastien Legrelle succeeded by Andy Hofmann, 
Markus Barth and Richard Cooper. The American Brian Parriot seemed highly satisfied with his seventh place, having performed well in spite of the heat.

First the heat then the rain – a black day for Italy.

If it was the heat riders had to cope with in Catalonia, then, in Assen, 
it was the rain. It started right in the middle of the race, posing a problem for the BMW R 1100 S machines which were fitted with Metzeler racing tyres. Stop, change tyres, start again. Not all of them succeeded in doing this within the compulsory time and had to leave the pits lagging behind the rest of the field.
The Italian Dream Car Team was dogged by ill fortune: None of the riders left the pits in time, Panichi went on the course with an inadequately prepared front wheel, and Rosana Scoleri collided at the pits with Richard Cooper from Great Britain after experiencing a brake problem arising from rushed assembly work carried out by her mechanics.

After restarting, Fernando Cristóbal took the lead for three laps. Even at the regular start, Hofmann, Hinterreiter, Legrelle and the British youngster Burrell had fought for the lead. More than 90,000 spellbound spectators at the traditional race track in Assen watched as ex-GP 500 rider Sébastien Legrelle from the BMW Motorrad Belgium Herpigny Team triumphed for the 
very first time. Andy Hofmann was runner-up, defending his lead in the overall ratings. Thomas Hinterreiter and Fernando Cristóbal took third and fourth place respectively.

The battle for the lead and the fight to make up ground –
sheer excitement during the rain race at Spa Francorchamps.

The chances of victory varied faster than the weather at Spa. No less than ten riders had the occasional chance of winning this most sensational race of 
the season. The Belgians Legrelle and Buylinckx were hoping for a home win and were constantly up front, with Legrelle consistently taking the lead. 

In a furious effort to catch up, Markus Barth made it to 6th place having 
started from the 31st position on the grid. Le Mans winner and rain specialist Alessandro Tomassoni had taken the lead for the duration of lap six until he made a spectacular landing in the gravel without suffering injury. Legrelle took the lead once again, under strong pressure from Cristóbal. During lap 
seven Hofmann managed to gain the lead, consistently pursued by Legrelle und Cristóbal. When the race was over, it was Andy Hofmann who was standing triumphantly on the podium as yet another winner and the outcome of the next race was still to be seen.
Thrilling race finale on the Sachsenring and still no hint as to who would be the winner of the season.

70,000 spectators watched as Roberto Panichi from the Italian Dream Car Team clinched victory in the eighth heat of the 2003 BMW Motorrad BoxerCup. With his third win of the season he managed to regain ground in the overall ratings in which he had initially taken the lead, but which he had then had to concede to Andy Hofmann. The score after the penultimate heat: First place Andy Hofmann with 136 points, followed by Sébastien Legrelle with 130 points and Roberto Panichi with 120 points. Once again Panichi, succeeded by Legrelle, Hinterreiter, Parriott and Öttl, provided an incredibly close finish to the BMW Motorrad BoxerCup finale, all crossing the finishing line within a mere five tenths of a second.

Roberto Panichi had started out from pole position followed by Brian Parriott, Peter Öttl and Sébastien Legrelle. In this race it was Peter Öttl from the 
Karl Maier Team Witec who did the attacking. During the course of the racing series, and with varying success, he had slowly but surely made his way 
up to the front positions, and this time he was right up with the leaders. Markus Barth made an attempt at taking the lead, and had almost managed to do so when he was forced to drop out of the race, having fallen off spectacularly after the sixth lap owing to a technical problem. Legrelle made it to fourth position and the two riders holding second and third places 
in the cup ratings rode side by side around the Kodak bend to take the lead. For the German Peter Öttl fifth place was the best rating of this racing season. 

Hinterreiter wins the race, and Hofmann finally wins the
2003 BMW Motorrad BoxerCup.

The last and decisive heat of the 2003 BMW Motorrad BoxerCup at 
Brünn drew in almost 75,000 spectators. Brian Parriot was the first to cross the finishing line after an excellent race, but, unfortunately, because of a time penalty imposed due to a false start, he only achieved eighth place in this race. 

After a rather sluggish start from pole position, Thomas Hinterreiter found himself in permanent combat with the Americans Brian Parriott and 
Jason Perez, the Italian Roberto Panichi and Gwen Giabbani from France. Finally, he managed to fight off all competition, becoming winner of the 
ninth heat. Andy Hofmann crossed the finishing line in fifth place, which was sufficient to render the highly successful and overjoyed rider “Winner of the 2003 BMW Motorrad BoxerCup”. 

Rosana Scoleri, the only female rider participating in the event, came in 30th 
in this final race. Cup “ambassador” Randy Mamola, who thrilled spectators 
with exhilarating drifts, put on an excellent show, only to drop out of the race in the ninth lap after suffering a finger injury inflicted when a cylinder scraped 
the track.
