Made of black synthetic leather, JCW sports seats for driver and 

passenger accentuate the exclusive sportiness of the John Cooper Works 

trim with multicolor knitted material in the shoulder area and red accent 

seams. The color scheme inspired by motorsport continues on the knitted 

surface of the dashboard with a trim-specific black and red pattern in the 

style of a checkered flag.

When getting out, the Safe Exit function monitors the environment 

as standard and warns of approaching road users before opening the
