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6. Safety and technology

With its high performance engines and agile chassis, the new BMW Z4 Coupé uses a class-leading safety system to protect occupants.  The strong body shell is mated to active and passive systems that offer the driver and passenger the highest levels of safety available.

Dynamic Stability Control +: making the best better

All BMW Z4 Coupé buyers benefit from the most advanced form of traction control available in any production car, called Dynamic Stability Control+ (DSC+). DSC+ builds on BMW’s already advanced DSC system that includes Automatic Stability Control, Corner Brake Control and Electronic Brake Distribution.  Under slippery conditions, these functions combine, under the banner of DSC, to cut engine power, brake individual wheels and switch traction between the rear wheels for optimum grip.

DSC+ adds five further features:  Brake Pre-tensioning, Brake Drying, Hill Start Assistant, Brake Fade Compensation and Soft Stop.

· Brake Pre-tensioning shortens stopping distances by priming the brakes the instant the driver snaps off the accelerator in preparation for an emergency stop.  The result is a car that has already commenced the stopping process in an emergency situation by the time the driver applies his foot to the brake pedal.

· Brake Drying improves braking performance in the wet.  Driving on wet roads leads to a film of water building up on the brake discs.  Naturally this lengthens stopping distances when the brakes are applied, as the pads cannot bite the disc as effectively as in the dry.  With Brake Drying, the activation of the windscreen wipers or a signal from the screen-mounted Rain Sensor enables a periodic gentle application of the brakes to scrub off any residue.  As a result, when full stopping power is required, maximum braking force is available.  In day-to-day driving, this periodic brake application is unnoticeable and, to avoid any confusion or danger, the brake lights do not illuminate when Brake Drying is active.

· Hill Start Assistant allows a manual transmission car to pull away smoothly on a gradient without rolling backwards.  It is achieved by maintaining brake pressure for the short time taken to apply the accelerator after releasing the foot- or handbrake.  The system judges the gradient of slope and the subsequent degree of brake pressure needed to ensure a smooth start.

· Brake Fade Compensation.  When the brakes get very hot it is possible that a driver can experience some fade in stopping power.  Consequently, greater force is required to achieve the same braking effect.  Fade Compensation recognises this situation and applies additional braking without any extra effort from the driver. 

· Soft Stop.  This guarantees a smoother journey for driver and passenger.  It prepares the car for a perfectly smooth stop by releasing a small proportion of braking pressure as the car comes to a standstill.  In the event of an emergency, Soft Stop becomes inactive in order to achieve the shortest stopping distance.

Dynamic Traction Control – giving the driver that little extra

For those wanting to explore the higher reaches of the 3.0si’s capabilities or wanting a greater degree of permissible slip, in winter driving for example, one push of the DSC button on the dashboard engages Dynamic Traction Control (DTC).  DTC allows for a higher level of lateral acceleration, typically around 0.4g, before the full effects of DSC+ come into play.  For most drivers, the additional level of slip offered by DTC is more than adequate to enjoy the sporting capabilities of the Z4 Coupé without the need to fully deactivate the DSC system, which can, of course, be achieved by another push of the button.

Integrated airbags

BMW’s Advanced Safety Electronics (ASE) system masterminds a total of four front and side airbags.  Using remote satellite sensors located around the car, the location and force of any impact is instantly assessed and individually calculated.  Each sensor monitors and supervises the other to eliminate the possibility of an inappropriate response.  Where the situation dictates, ASE will also separate the battery terminal, deactivate the alternator and switch off the fuel pump to minimise the potential of fire.  In addition, the system will open the central locking and illuminate the interior lights and hazard warning lights using an auxiliary supply to warn approaching traffic of the problem.

BMW Assist – your guardian angel

BMW Assist comes as standard with Professional navigation and Bluetooth phone preparation.  It offers a further safety benefit with its auto emergency service dial feature.  In the event of an accident, an owner can manually contact the emergency services by using the scroll button on the on-board display.  However, should the crash be severe enough to deploy the airbags, the BMW Assist system automatically dials the emergency services call centre and, using satellite navigation information, notifies them of the exact location of the vehicle.

Run-flat tyres

Since their introduction, the benefits of Run-flat tyre technology have proved themselves time and again.  The new Z4 3.0si Coupé is equipped with Run-flat technology. Unlike conventionally shod cars that can experience a slow puncture or even a blow-out situation, conservative advice says a driver can continue for 150 miles at 50mph with a punctured Run-flat tyre, while still retaining the benefits of the DSC+ traction control system and ABS brakes.  In addition, Run-flat tyres obviate the inconvenience and danger associated with changing a wheel at the side of the road.  

The major breakdown services attend more than a million tyre incidents in the UK every year.  BMW’s own research has shown that there were 9,719 emergency call-outs in 2005 for tyre-related problems on BMWs and MINIs.  Of these, 93 per cent were owners of cars with conventional tyres fitted.  The remaining seven per cent were from owners of cars with Run-flat tyres and were usually because of a damaged wheel or alike.  It is estimated that approximately 3,000 drivers of Run-flat tyre-equipped BMWs and MINIs who suffered a puncture in 2005 were able to get home or to a dealer without having to perform a potentially dangerous wheel-change.

Finally, and from a driving perspective, the removal of the spare wheel and consequent jack and tools eliminates approximately 20 kilograms from the rear of the car, lowering the centre of gravity and thus further improving the handling characteristics. 

Such safety factors and convenience are clearly of paramount importance.  However, during the course of the development of the M Coupé, engineers from BMW M evaluated the Run-flat and conventional tyres for many thousands of miles around the infamous Nürburgring.  While each tyre had its own benefits, it was concluded that the extreme levels of performance demanded by ‘M’ customers necessitated the fitment of ‘conventional’ tyres as standard on all Z4 M Coupés.  

Importantly, the wheels of the Z4 M Coupé feature the new EH (extended hump) design that prevents the tyre coming off the wheel, even in the event of a high-speed blowout.  Punctures of up to six millimetres in size can easily be sealed using the M Mobility System located in the boot, consisting of a small compressor and rapid-action sealant.  Without a spare wheel, the same weight benefit as the Run-flat tyre solution is achieved and the car can easily travel at speeds of up to 50mph until a replacement tyre is sought.

Tyre Puncture Warning System

The use of Run-flat tyre technology goes hand-in-hand with the Tyre Puncture Warning System fitted as standard on the Z4 Coupé.  An audiovisual signal warns of a possible puncture and the driver can then moderate his driving style before checking the tyres at a convenient opportunity.

7. Market

Sport models – an even sportier sports Coupé

Historically, Sport models have proved highly successful in all BMW’s model ranges, with six-cylinder 3 Series Sport models accounting for 65 per cent of sales and up to 95 per cent of all X5 vehicles being bought as Sport models.  With this success, a Sport model is now offered on the new Z4 3.0si Coupé and is expected to account for approximately 80 per cent of all sales.

Sport models feature 18-inch M double spoke or optional 18-inch composite alloy wheels, M Sports seats covered in Dakota leather upholstery, anthracite headlining, a three-spoke M leather steering wheel and M Sports Suspension for those demanding a particularly sporting drive.
Niche sales volumes

While a two-seater car holds significant emotional appeal, purchasing practicalities often preclude the heart ruling the head.  As a consequence, the new BMW Z4 Coupé will appeal to a deliberately limited market.  In 2006, BMW UK expects to sell approximately 1,000 Coupés, of which about 200 are expected to be the high-performance Z4 M Coupé variant.   

“Most cars in the sporting coupé sector try to be a jack of all trades…..and end up being the master of none,’ said Jim O’Donnell, Managing Director of BMW (UK) Ltd.  “The Z4 Coupé is different – it is a focused sports car aimed fairly and squarely at drivers who love driving.”

The Z4 M Coupé, in particular, is an unashamed performance car as much at home on the race track as it is on the road,” he continued.  “This is not a car trying to be all things to all men.”

Customer profile

The new BMW Z4 Coupé is a model that will appeal to a very select group of customers.  Early indications suggest that the typical buyer of the Z4 3.0si and M Coupés will be male, married and aged between 35 and 45 years.  But, male or female, the owner of a Z4 Coupé will be a driving enthusiast who enjoys the thrill of driving exclusive, high-performance sports cars.

Service Inclusive

As an added benefit to whole life ownership costs, buyers of the new Z4 3.0si Coupé can benefit from pre-paid servicing packages.  For £430 owners get the three-year, 36,000 miles Service package that cover them for the cost of labour, brake fluid, air filters, micro filters, spark plugs, oil filters and engine oil.  This rises to £500 for the five-year, 60,000 miles package.

For those wanting added peace of mind the Service and Maintenance package covers all the items in the Service package but also includes brake pads, brake discs, brake sensors, brake fluid, clutch assembly (if worn) and wiper blade rubbers.  Cover at this level starts at £720 for three years, 36,000 miles rising to £950 for five years, 60,000 miles.

Service Inclusive is not available for owners of the BMW Z4 M Coupé.
Insurance ratings

The BMW Z4 3.0si SE and Sport models have been rated as group 18.  The high performance Z4 M Roadster falls into the group 20 banding.

8. History

Since its first production car - the open-topped 1927 BMW 3/15 ‘Dixi’ - BMW has consistently introduced sporting drivers’ cars.  Along the way, these cutting-edge cars have adopted new technologies and set performance and handling benchmarks to which other manufacturers aspired.  

The 1936 BMW 328 set new standards for sports cars of the time while proving unbeatable in international sports car races in the two-litre class.  The 1950s 507 was the first car to use a V8 aluminium cylinder block and the 1980s BMW Z1 used an entirely thermoplastic bodywork with vertically retracting doors. 

Only two BMW roadsters, however, took the next step and spawned hardtop versions.  In each case, the result has been an even more involving, even more focussed and dynamic driver’s car. 

BMW 328 Mille Miglia Coupé – ‘almost’ unique

The first – the 1940 BMW 328 Mille Miglia Coupé - was arguably BMWs most exclusive car, with only two examples ever built.  The 1940 Mille Miglia was run on a 102.5-mile closed road circuit around Brescia and was dominated by the two Touring-bodied 328 Coupés driven by von Hanstein / Bäumer.  Built around a lightweight space frame chassis and clothed in aluminium, each car weighed less than 650kgs.  Developing 135bhp at 5,500rpm from their two-litre engines, the cars were capable of speeds in excess of 130mph.  On the 923-mile road race, the 328 Coupé managed an average speed of over 103mph, with a fastest average lap speed of more than 108mph.    

A further 58 years elapsed before the next incarnation of a roadster-based coupé was introduced.

BMW Z3 Coupé – the ‘bread van’

The BMW Z3 roadster was launched in 1995 and was one of the first cars to be built at BMW’s new North American factory in Spartanburg, South Carolina.  Initially powered by a 1.9-litre four-cylinder engine, six-cylinder 2.2-litre, 2.8-litre, 3.0-litre and 3.2-litre ‘M’ versions followed before production ceased in 2002.  With nearly 280,000 cars produced, the open-topped Z3 was the most successful roadster in BMW’s history.

The Z3 Roadster morphed into a coupé in 1998.  Launched in the UK with BMW M’s 321hp powerplant (2.8-litre, 3.0-litre and M Coupé in mainland Europe), the car combined an engine delivering over 100hp per litre with a very rigid yet compliant chassis, direct steering and powerful brakes to offer a driving experience referred to at the time as “the world’s first go-kart for two.”  At its launch, BMW’s legendary works driver, Hans Stuck, described the Z3 Coupé as “the purest rendition of driving you can imagine.”  

The Z3 Coupé shared BMWs trademark roadster DNA – long bonnet, short overhangs, front engine with rear wheel drive, 50 / 50 weight distribution and the driver sitting over the rear axle.  The addition of a hardtop and hatch-style boot lid gave the car an even more purposeful stance. 

Recognising the Z3 Coupé as a niche vehicle without universal appeal, BMWs then Board Member responsible for Market and Products, Dr Wolfgang Reitzle said: “The car is not built to be everybody’s darling, but it is a genuine BMW through and through – powerful, fast, dynamic.”  Even with its narrow, hard-core appeal, 17,815 cars were built before it ceased production in 2002.

The future becomes the present

At the launch of the new Z4 in 2003, many rued the apparent demise of the driver focussed, roadster-based coupé.  However, designers had already completed their homework on the new Coupé and engineers were secretly planning the next car.  With even more power, an even stiffer body structure but the same driver focus, the new Z4 Coupé promises to take over where its predecessor left off.

BMW Concept Coupé Mille Miglia

The BMW Concept Coupé Mille Miglia recalls the success of the 1940 328 Mille Miglia Coupé with the new Z4 Coupé and was unveiled prior to the 2006 Mille Miglia.  With design hints from both cars, the BMW Concept Coupé Mille Miglia took pride of place in Brescia, Italy on May 10 2006, as the entrants were scrutineered ahead of the event.  

The Mille Miglia was resurrected in 1977 as an annual rally to celebrate one of the world’s great motor races.  All models that competed in the original races between 1927 and 1957 are allowed to enter.  Highlighting the 22 BMWs that entered the 2006 event, the BMW’s Concept Coupé Mille Miglia looked back to these great racing cars, in particular the BMW 328 Mille Miglia Coupé.

The concept also looked to the present, with a modified drivetrain and suspension from the new Z4 M Coupé providing the car’s power and control.  Powered by the multi-award-winning BMW six-cylinder inline petrol engine, modifications were made to the inlet and exhaust systems of the 343 hp unit to give the concept car more of a ‘racing’ sound at both idle and full throttle.

The concept car’s hinged hardtop roof was a reference to the relaxation of the rules when closed vehicles became eligible to race.  This precipitated the development of the 328 Coupé from its roadster origins, allowing the model to develop further as a lightweight, aerodynamic ‘bespoke’ racing car.  Similarly, the new Z4 Coupé is derived from the Z4 Roadster soft-top as a ‘behind-the-scenes’ project driven by the designers’ enthusiasm.  

While the hinged roof structure recalls past events, the principle function of the hinged system, that also raises the cockpit, negates the requirement for doors, thus reducing weight and increasing torsional stiffness.

The concept also benefited from an extremely lightweight chassis.  The most modern design processes were used to ‘stretch’ an aluminium body over a lattice frame.  The body was also constructed from lightweight materials, with carbon-fibre reinforced plastic (CFRP) clothing the entire vehicle.  As a nod to the past, it was painted in ‘fine silver’, a full-gloss paint colour with extremely fine pigments that hark back to classic silver race colours.

The large circular headlamps inspired by the shape of the 328 units were not integrated into the body of the car, but attached as flat elements.  Modern LED technology facilitated this design function, freeing up the designers to develop more flowing and unbroken body forms.  This manifested itself on the Concept Coupé by uninterrupted bonnet and side panels.

Inspired by BMW’s motor racing heritage, the science of aerodynamics was addressed with thoroughly modern techniques and design solutions.  Side panels and the rear section of the car were designed to allow turbulence-free flow of air up to the tail where the airflow is separated.  Carbon-fibre underbody fins and diffusers on the front and rear aprons also contribute to the car’s aerodynamics.  Meanwhile air intakes in the A-pillars, arranged in a slim Z-line, direct cooling air from the six-cylinder in-line engine and contributed to developing downforce and reducing turbulence at the wheel housings.

The interior retained the functional simplicity prevalent in both 328 racing cars and Z4 production cars, but in a modern presentation.  Only three materials were used; thin stainless steel, untreated cowhides, Lycra fabric.  This purist form even extended to letterings, logos and symbols embossed into surfaces using laser technology.

The BMW Concept Coupé Mille Miglia is on permanent display at the BMW museum in Munich, Germany.
