Thrilling Motorsport and Fascinating Lifestyle Eight Times Over. 

A full line-up on the grid and lots of top events: Entering the first race 
as part of a DTM event and highlighting two starts in Formula 1 – that is the MINI CHALLENGE 2007! 

Now in its fourth season, this highly innovative Clubsport Series has not lost any of its fascinating thrill – on the contrary, the number of MINI CHALLENGE fans and aficionados is growing from one race to the next. And now, in 2007, these ultra-powerful MINIs are once again back on the track to generate new momentum in the motorsport scene. 

“The MINI CHALLENGE is more than a series of car races – it is the combination, the symbiosis of professional sport and modern lifestyle. And precisely this concept sets us clearly apart from other brand cups. Offering attractive highlights on the occasion of the most outstanding events in motorsport, we will carry the MINI bug to enthusiasts everywhere also in 2007”, states Ludwig Willisch, Director of the German Region of the 
BMW Group, in presenting the new Racing Calendar for the 2007 season. 

In 2007 the MINI CHALLENGE will be held on no less than eight racing weekends with a total of 15 races for the title. And even the very first race is a genuine highlight, with 38 MINI Cooper S battling it out at Hockenheimring on the occasion of the DTM German Touring Car Masters. Then the teams will also be enjoying a spectacular backdrop at two races held on the occasion of major Formula 1 events, the German Grand Prix at Nürburgring and the Belgian Grand Prix in Spa-Francorchamps, where the MINI Cooper S is bound to thrill a large crowd of enthusiasts.

The MINI CHALLENGE will then enjoy international flair on the Dutch race track in Zandvoort, where the local races will be the sporting highlight of the MINI United Festival, the meeting of MINI fans from all over the world.

The MINI CHALLENGE 2007 will also be making a guest appearance at the World Touring Car Championship in Oschersleben, in the 24-Hours of Nürburgring on the famous Nordschleife, and on the occasion of the Oldtimer Grand Prix also taking place at Nürburgring. 

By tradition, the grand finale of the MINI CHALLENGE will be held on the Salzburgring in Austria. And like in the last three years, this famous Clubsport Series will be entering the new season in 2007 once again with a complete line-up of 38 technically identical MINI Cooper S.

The MINI CHALLENGE owes its exceptional appeal and popularity to a truly innovative concept: motorsport meets lifestyle! Adding to the spectacular atmosphere of motorsport, famous guest drivers provide the final touch, with numerous VIPs also having sat in the cockpit in recent years – among them celebrity enthusiasts such as German actor Thomas Heinze, singer Hadda-way, or TV comedian Axel Stein. And at the same time former Formula 1 stars such as Jacques Laffite, Christian Danner, and Johnny Herbert have also been carried away by the MINI CHALLENGE bug.

In the meantime numerous VIPs have expressed their interest in the 
MINI CHALLENGE for the new, upcoming season, among them Fanta Vier singer Smudo and film star Götz Otto, the “bad guy” in the James Bond movie “Tomorrow Never Dies”.

Lifestyle is also the name of the game in the MINI CHALLENGE beyond the race track: in the Paddock Lounge chill-out music, a special bar, large plasma screen TVs and a special cuisine varying from one location to the other combine international flair with a truly relaxed, laid-back atmosphere. So it is no surprise that MINI CHALLENGE hospitality has become a regular highlight and a popular meeting place for drivers, teams, sponsors, and guests alike at the races. And in 2007 MINI CHALLENGE hospitality will also be the scene as well as the “base camp” for a number of spectacular events beyond the race track as such. 

The sporting highlight of the MINI CHALLENGE is the absolute equality given to each driver: With all drivers entering the races in a technically identical 
MINI Cooper S, the one and only decisive factor is the driver’s talent at the wheel. All cars are prepared at the same location on behalf of MINI, being optimised for the race track by means of the John Cooper Works Tuning Kit. Major components such as the engine and gearbox of the 154 kW (210 hp) racing machines are specially sealed in order to prevent any undue modification of the components and units involved. 

A feature absolutely unique on a clubsport car of this kind is that the anti-lock brakes (ABS brake technology) remain fully functional after being adapted to the respective race track (see the section on Technical Highlights for further information in this context).

Another exemplary feature is the prescribed use of the HANS (Head and Neck Support) system effectively protecting the driver’s head and neck area. Indeed, this feature combining superior sportiness with outstanding safety makes the MINI CHALLENGE particularly interesting for the rookie racing driver entering motorsport for the first time as well as the ambitious amateur driver wishing to enjoy the unique thrill of such an outstanding motorsport series. A further benefit for all teams is that they have a fully equipped working area at their disposal at the Driver’s Club, a special tent sent up in the pits.

To maintain a steady balance and equal opportunities among all participants in the course of the season, successful drivers are required to carry along a racing handicap in subsequent events, with the winner, for example, being required to take on an additional 25 kg. Then, depending on ongoing results, this ballast is either increased step-by-step to a maximum of 50 kg or it is reduced once again (see the chapter on Regulations for further information).

Points are awarded not only in the overall category, but also in a special category for Gentleman Drivers (drivers over 50 years of age) and in the Team Category. 

Over and above the overall prize money of some Euro 340,000.–, no less 
than three MINIs are given away as additional prizes for the most successful drivers.

The regulations specifically allow the teams mostly organised by BMW dealers to change their drivers in the course of the season. Still, the Championship Category is restricted to a maximum of two drivers per car who must have registered in advance for the MINI CHALLENGE. 

The MINI CHALLENGE is becoming an increasingly international pheno-menon of growing significance in many countries. This year the MINI United Festival in Zandvoort (22–24 June 2007) marks yet another highlight in this process, with the organisers expecting the same kind of crowd at the event near Amsterdam as at the first event of this kind in October 2005, when some 6,000 MINI enthusiasts from 40 nations all came together in Misano, Italy.

Interview with Ludwig Willisch, Director German Region of the 
BMW Group.

The MINI CHALLENGE is entering its fourth season. 
So what has happened since 2004?

Like the MINI itself, the MINI CHALLENGE has become a unique story of success. The Series is now a regular highlight in motorsport – indeed, it has even created its own niche in the market. And offering a unique symbiosis of Clubsport and lifestyle, the MINI CHALLENGE is indeed unparalleled.

Choosing the most outstanding events for the races – including one DTM and two Formula 1 events this year – we clearly stand out from other brand cups and boast our own unique profile with that authentic MINI character. Precisely this is honoured and respected by everybody involved, as we see once again when considering the new record-breaking starter grid in the 2007 season.

How would you describe the particular flair of the MINI CHALLENGE?

The ambience so characteristic of the MINI CHALLENGE is made up of many features and elements. And despite all the competition so important and, indeed, appropriate in motorsport, the sheer fun of driving an exceptional car and enjoying a common passion obviously comes right in the foreground in the MINI CHALLENGE.

This feeling of being “one big family” is also borne out by the unique service concept, with all participants enjoying the amenities of the Driver’s Club in 
the pits area. MINI CHALLENGE hospitality, in turn, is offered in the Paddock Lounge, combining all-round catering with a wonderful, relaxed feeling 
of enjoyment and “being at home”. That’s what we call MINI all the way!

How much does the success of the MINI brand contribute to the 
MINI CHALLENGE?

The philosophy of the MINI brand also means doing many things a bit differently from others – and this also applies to the MINI CHALLENGE, which is an absolutely excellent tool to “infect” people with that unique MINI “bug”. 

A point particularly important to us from the start was to include our sales partners in the entire process: Nearly all cars raced in the MINI CHALLENGE are serviced by Dealer Teams, who invite their customers to various races and use the Series as a kind of forum for advertising and customer retention. 

Is the MINI CHALLENGE exclusive to Germany?

No, a number of countries have discovered the thrill of the MINI CHALLENGE in the meantime and have imported our concept. So what we started in Germany back in 2004 has now become an international phenomenon. 
This year we expect a new climax in that all-embracing world of the MINI at the MINI United Festival in Zandvoort near Amsterdam – which is just like Woodstock for the MINI fan! In fact, even at the very first event of this kind in autumn 2005, thousands of MINI enthusiasts from all over the world went 
to Misano in Italy for a truly unique experience.

Interview with Alexander Burgstaller, MINI CHALLENGE Ambassador.

How does the MINI CHALLENGE stand out from other racing series? 

In my career as a professional racing driver I have entered all kinds 
of racing series – but I’ve never seen or experienced anything like the 
MINI CHALLENGE. One point is that in motorsport you’re often 
alone with your team, while the MINI CHALLENGE brings us all together 
as a big family, with all participants sharing the same unique spirit.

Another big difference versus other brand cups is the combination of 
lifestyle and motorsport: Once you’ve been there and you’ve experienced 
the particular flair of the MINI CHALLENGE, you’ll be thrilled forever.

How does the MINI drive as a racing car?

Even the road-going version of the MINI is a sporting experience of the highest standard – pure joy of driving all the way. And in racing trim the MINI gives you an incredibly direct feeling of the track quite comparable with the unique experience of driving a go-kart. A further point is that our cars are real power machines.

The particular sign of distinction is that the MINI CHALLENGE, through its rules and regulations, gives all drivers absolutely the same chance of winning, which really adds excitement to the entire event: When you’re out there amid a huge pack of 37 competitors driving cars absolutely identical in technical terms and with exactly the same engine power, fighting for the best position, there simply have to be spectacular duels and very competitive races.

What are you looking forward to most in the upcoming season?

The two races taking place on the occasion of major Formula 1 events will certainly be among the highlights of the season – clearly, it’s always very special to be out there on the track with the huge Formula 1 crowd looking on. But I’m also looking forward to our first race taking place this time at the DTM Masters in Hockenheim, Germany, where we’ll have the opportunity to win over touring car experts on the grandstand in thrilling manoeuvres while racing for the MINI CHALLENGE.

The MINI United Festival in Zandvoort will of course be a very special event 
in its own right. First, because it will bring together real MINI aficionados from all over Europe; second, because in Zandvoort we are all on our own, highlighting the MINI CHALLENGE as such and not racing on the occasion of some other motorsport series. So in Zandvoort our races themselves will be the sporting climax of the entire event. 

Technical Highlights.
MINI CHALLENGE 2007 – 
Technical Highlights.

Even in road-going trim, all models in the MINI range are truly thrilling though their extremely sporting and dynamic aura – regardless of whether you’re looking at the new generation of the MINI now in the market for a couple of months or its predecessor. 

The racing version naturally enhances this dynamic impression to a considerably higher standard. Bright sponsor stickers, the body of the car crouching down low on the road, extra-wide tyres, and a special roof spoiler – clearly a powerful and very self-confident display of supreme performance.

With a racing version of the new MINI currently being developed for the 
MINI CHALLENGE in the 2008 racing season, the proven MINI Cooper S complete with its John Cooper Works Tuning Kit will once again serve as 
the “base car” in this year’s Clubsport Series. Featuring the JCW Tuning Kit, the 1.6-litre power unit is already perfectly prepared for racing on the track, the supercharged four-cylinder churning out a reliable 154 kW or 210 hp. 

The racing version stands out from its regular production counterpart 
by a host of additional features such as a safety cell welded into the 
MINI CHALLENGE version of the MINI Cooper S, a RECARO bucket 
seat complete with head protection, a five-point shoulder belt harness, 
a fire extinguisher, and a safety net in the driver’s door, providing the 
highest standard of safety and protection against the risks of motorsport which naturally can never be excluded altogether. 

Drivers are furthermore required to wear the HANS (Head and Neck Support) system already well-known from Formula 1. And benefiting from both a 
sports steering wheel and power steering, the drivers are able to keep their cars under control perfectly at all times. 

Yet another safety feature quite unique in clubsport cars of this kind is that 
the anti-lock brakes remain fully functional, naturally adapted to the specific conditions prevailing at the respective race track.

The adjustable racing suspension on the MINI Cooper S is naturally also 
set to the specific speeds and racing requirements encountered in the 
MINI CHALLENGE. In fact, this is where the driver and his team have the 

best options to set the car to their specific, personal requirements, thus gaining an advantage over the competition: Drivers have the choice of two different spring rates and specifications, with in-finite adjustment of the special racing dampers fitted in the car. And the experienced driver participating in the MINI CHALLENGE is also able to vary tyre pressure and the position of the roof spoiler, again obtaining – minor – improvements 
in the set-up of the car.
Equal chances for all participants and the use of straightforward technical features reduced to the essential are two of the principal philosophies in the MINI CHALLENGE Regulations. Precisely this is why all cars are prepared at one and the same point on behalf of MINI and delivered in race trim to participants in the MINI CHALLENGE. Major components such as the engine and gearbox are sealed at crucial points to prevent any modification by the teams or individual repair possibly involving certain changes. A further point is that the engine control units used during practice, in qualifying, and in the 
race itself, are allocated to participants prior to each event by way of a lottery. And last but certainly not least, the MINI CHALLENGE light-alloy rims (7 x 17 inches) and the standard tyres (205/620 R 17 dry and wet) are the same for all entrants in the race.

In choosing the basic set-up for the MINI Cooper S, the engineers preparing the cars for the MINI CHALLENGE attach utmost significance to smooth, dependable and forgiving handling, the extra safety provided in this way making the MINI CHALLENGE cars particularly suitable for rookie drivers and amateurs. Similarly, technical maintenance of the cars is also as straight-forward and uncomplicated as possible, with many parts and components available from every MINI Dealer. Special parts and components, in turn, are supplied by the MINI CHALLENGE Organisation, with the MINI CHALLENGE truck being the right address for teams in the paddocks seeking technical advice.

2.
Sports Regulations.

2.1 
Participants.

Drivers wishing to participate in the MINI CHALLENGE require a national 
A-Licence for races in Germany and at Salzburgring and, respectively, an international C-Licence for all other races. The minimum age for participating in the MINI CHALLENGE is 18 years.

2.2 
Registration and Enrolment.

Each team may enrol a maximum of two participants permanently for each car. The first participant must be named prior to the beginning of the season, the second participant in the course of the season. All other entrants driving the respective car shall be regarded as guest drivers.

2.3 
Guest drivers.

The MINI CHALLENGE Organisation is entitled to accept guest drivers participating in the races. Such drivers are excluded from the points rating and score, but are entitled to prize money in the respective event. Guest drivers are required to carry an additional weight of 25 kg during the entire event. 

2.4
Cars admitted. 

The only model admitted to MINI CHALLENGE races is the MINI Cooper S/R53 pursuant to homologation numbers DA-02 and DN-02. 

2.5
Driver wear and equipment.

Drivers are required to wear fire-proof overalls as well as underwear 
(with long sleeves and legs), a head hood, socks, shoes and gloves pursuant to FIA Regulations. They are also required to wear a FIA helmet including 
the HANS system.

2.6 
Practice/qualifying.

Each event is preceded by free practice and a timed practice session of 
30 minutes each. Each driver is required to complete a minimum of three timed laps in practice. To qualify for the race, the driver’s fastest lap time 
must not be more than 120 per cent of the best lap time achieved in practice.

2.7 
Individual races.

There will be two individual races lasting approximately 30 minutes each at each event. The only exception is the event accompanying the 24-Hour Race (only one individual race).  

2.8  
Starter grid.

The starting procedure is with cars parked at a standstill on the grid 
(Grand Prix start). The starter grid for the first individual race is determined 
by the drivers’ lap times in the timed practice session. The starter grid for 
the second individual race is determined by the results of the first race, with the first six drivers in the first race being lined up on the grid in inverse 
order (the winner of the first race starts from sixth position, the second driver in the first race from fifth position, etc).

2.9 
Extra weight.

The first three drivers in each race at an event are required to carry the following additional weight at the next event:

First place = 25 kg
     Second place = 15 kg
Third place = 10 kg

The maximum additional weight a driver may be required to carry is 50 kg. The additional weight required shall in all cases be added to the minimum weight. 

Should a driver required to carry additional weight in an event finish in a position worse than tenth in the first and/or second race at the next event, the additional weight such driver is required to carry shall be reduced as follows for the event following next:

Places 11–14: –10 kg   Places 15–19: –15 kg   As of place 20: –25 kg

Everything not specifically allowed shall be deemed forbidden.

3.2 
Repair, sealing and designation of car components.

All parts and components used must be Genuine Spare Parts (series parts) and Special Parts for the MINI CHALLENGE. The drivers/teams are not allowed to replace MINI CHALLENGE Special Parts fitted in their cars by series parts and they shall not in any way modify, change, machine or process the Special Parts provided.

Repairs, work and tuning on the engine, supercharger, transmission, electronics and control unit are strictly forbidden. The engine including all ancillaries, the control unit, supercharger and gearbox shall be sealed prior to delivery of the MINI CHALLENGE car to the participant. Any manipulation and/or removal of seals shall result in immediate expulsion of the participant from the respective event. The only work allowed on the car is work required for normal maintenance and/or the replacement of parts and components broken or defective on account of wear or an accident. There shall be no machining, re-working or modification of parts, for example in a mechanical, heat-treating, or chemical process.

3.3 
Minimum car weight. 

The minimum weight of the car shall be 1,180 kg (2,602 lb) including the driver and his racing equipment, and shall be maintained at all times during the event. The position-related weight required in the car must be kept in place on the front passenger’s side in the steel plate box provided for this purpose during all practice sessions, during timed practice and during the race itself.

3.4
Electronics/electrics.

The control units (electronics) shall be assigned to participants by way of a lottery at the beginning of each event. 

3.5
Cooling system.

Cooling the fuel and other operating media used in the car, intake air and/or engine components by means of chemical cooling substances such as dry ice and/or internal or external cooling systems shall not be allowed.

3.6
Standard fuel.

Participants may only use the fuel (Premium Plus) registered and allowed by the Organiser for the individual events. 

3.7
Tyres.

A maximum of six new slicks shall be allocated to each starter number/car 
for each event. During the ongoing season, participants may claim up to a maximum of six new slicks as their additional supply (joker tyres).

All slicks already allocated and marked may be used throughout the 2007 season. There shall be no limit to the use of such tyres. Tyres may be marked for use only if the car itself is participating in the respective event. Tyres for racing in the wet are not marked and not limited in the number of such tyres used.

Any modification of tyres by re-treading, re-cutting or chemical treatment is not allowed. Participants are furthermore not allowed to cover the tyres 
by heating blankets or similar appliances serving to influence tyre grip and consistency.

3.8 
Car body.

All car bodies used must be those manufactured and prepared for the purposes of the MINI CHALLENGE. Such car bodies feature a safety cell welded into position, and such safety cell shall not be changed or 
modified in any way. The car must be equipped with the MINI CHALLENGE Aerodynamics Package and the MINI CHALLENGE rear spoiler.

3.9 
Communication systems.

During free practice, timed practice and in the race, participants are not allowed to take along any kind of communication system or facility (intercom, walkie-talkie, mobile phone, etc) in the cars raced.

MINI in Motorsport – 
on the Winning Road for Four Decades.

They had planned their supreme success in racing well in advance: While developing the “regular” MINI as a road-going car for everyday use, the racing department of BMC in Great Britain was also in the process of preparing the first prototypes for motorsport. So following in the wake of the Austin Healey with its legendary three-litre power unit, Alec Issigonis’ revolutionary MINI quickly developed into a serious contender in motorsport. And indeed, the score system applicable at the time with cars split up into categories as a function of engine size, clearly favoured the MINI originally powered by a small 850-cc engine.

Team Manager Marcus Chambers himself was at the wheel of the racing MINI when it made its debut in motorsport in the Norwegian Viking Rally in September 1959. Then, in 1960, the MINI for the first time won a rally in its category, the Geneva Rally, with brothers Don and Erle Morley at the wheel. And two years later the MINI was even able to clinch overall victory in rally racing, with Pat Moss, the sister of world-famous Formula 1 driver Stirling Moss, and co-driver Ann Wisdom bringing home the Tulip Rally in the Netherlands. 

Another two years later the MINI works team entered the annals of motorsport once and for all: No less than six MINIs showed up for the 1964 Monte Carlo Rally, already the most famous rally in the world. Four of the 
cars were MINI Coopers developing maximum output of approximately 70 hp 
from 997 cc in Group 3 trim (close to production standard) and two were 
MINI Cooper S with maximum output of approximately 90 hp from 1071 cc in Group 2 trim (improved), together facing more than 290 competitors in the event. Some of the other cars entering the 1964 Monte Carlo Rally had more than twice as much horsepower, such as the 4.7-litre Ford Falcon, the Mercedes-Benz 300 SE, the Volvo 544 “Humpback”, or the Alpine Renault.

In a genuine struggle of David against Goliath, the MINI quickly proved its fortes. With its compact exterior dimensions and broad “stance on the wheels”, as well as its long wheelbase, the MINI excelled through its optimum roadholding and above all its superior grip in bends even at the car’s top speed of 160 km/h or 100 mph. 

Driving a MINI Cooper S, Irish rally driver Paddy Hopkirk showed all his qualities in an exciting duel with Swedish driver Bo Ljungfeldt at the wheel of a Ford. The last stage of the rally, the famous and much-feared “Night of Long Knives”, quickly became a genuine game of poker in choosing the right tyres. The decisive and most demanding test was the drive up Col de Turini at an elevation of no less than 1,607 metres or 5,271 feet. Some drivers decided to race their cars on spikes, others opted for special rubber compounds. Tyres with an asymmetric tread were expected to provide optimum traction even under the most treacherous conditions. And shortly before the start, ice “spies” drove up and down the snowbound serpentines, seeking to warn the drivers of possible hazards. 

This soon became the big hour of the MINI Cooper S. With its small engine, agile handling, and front-wheel drive, the MINI Cooper S took Paddy Hopkirk and his co-driver Henry Liddon smoothly and softly to the finish line as if they were running on rails, boosting them up to the top position in the overall score.

On the last stage of the rally, a circuit race on the Monaco Grand Prix course, Hopkirk again kept on pushing, not granting the MINI Cooper S even the slightest rest. And finishing the Rally 30.5 points ahead of Ljungfeldt, he actually brought home the sensation, scoring the first win of the MINI works team in the Monte Carlo Rally. Ever since, starter number 37 and the numberplate 33 EJB of this exceptionally successful MINI have been hallmarks of fame for every fan and admirer of the brand the world over.

Virtually overnight, this small car originally conceived as an inexpensive and economical means of transport had become a genuine legend in motorsport. So not surprisingly, the hot-blooded MINI quickly became the “small man’s sports car”. 

With the new model version making its appearance in summer 1964 featuring an engine now displacing 1,275 cc, the Works Sports Department soon managed to extract almost 100 horsepower from this agile four-cylinder. And so again, the new MINI Cooper S proved to be a winner right from the start 
in its first race.

On account of extremely bad weather, the 1965 Monte Carlo Rally was acknowledged as one of the most difficult races of its time. Dense snowfall in the mountains reduced visibility for the initial line-up of more than 200 teams to almost zero. Hence, it was no surprise that the number of cars remaining 
in the race dropped significantly in the almost frightening night-time drive from Saint-Claude to Monte Carlo over a distance of 610 kilome​tres or almost 
380 miles, with the drivers encountering one snow-storm after the other. 

Eventually, therefore, only 35 teams reached Monte Carlo on the coast of the Mediterranean – and one of them was Finnish driver Timo Mäkinen at the wheel of a MINI Cooper S, scoring the fastest time in five out of six special trials. So for the second time, a MINI brought home victory in the Monte Carlo Rally. And another Finnish driver, Rauno Aaltonen, successfully rounded 
off the 1965 season for the MINI works team by winning the European Rally Championship. 

The following year was expected to provide the absolute highlight, with the MINI works team not only winning the Monte Carlo Rally for the third time in a row, but rather – this was the big target – coming home first, second, and third. And indeed, the three MINI drivers Mäkinen, Aaltonen, and Hop​kirk achieved the unachievable, crossing the finish line first, second, and third as the fastest drivers in the race.

But then came the big shock: The “three musketeers” were disqualified on extremely dubious grounds on account of four additional headlights not exactly in compliance with the French homologation rules.

Understandably out for revenge, both the drivers and the MINI Cooper S returned to the Monte Carlo Rally once again in 1967. And – not too surprisingly – the “Flying Finn” Rauno Aaltonen boasting starter number 177 left all the others behind, winning the race 12 seconds ahead of Lancia works driver Ove Andersson. Clearly, this once and for all put an end to the previous year’s disaster, with MINI winning the Monte Carlo Rally for the third time.

In circuit races, MINI drivers were virtually just as successful as their colleagues in rallies: Throughout the whole of Europe, private drivers went from one class victory to the next in their small racing cars from Abingdon in Britain. The works team, in turn, focused primarily on the British Touring Car Championships, with the John Cooper, Broadspeed, and Equipe Arden teams literally dominating the class up to 1,300 cc. Indeed, drivers like John Love and Alec Poole collected so many points in the process that they successfully brought home the Championship.

Despite outstanding results of this calibre, it slowly but surely became clear in the late ’60s that the MINI Cooper S had reached and passed its climax as a rally car. For now modified rules clearly gave the advantage to bigger cars with much bigger engines. And the ambitious team was not willing to make any compromises, going “only” for class titles. So the last official works entry was in the 1970 Rally of the Hills in Australia, with Brian Culcheth at the wheel. 

While this marked the end of an era, the legend remained. The ’60s were the decade of the MINI, with no other car offering as much sporting performance for so little money, providing such outstanding driving pleasure within such small exterior dimensions.
